Conservative Bush nominee
‘opposes civil rights’

Janice Rogers Brown is the
California Supreme Court justice
who will probably be confirmed
by the U.S. Senate to be placed

on the District of Columbia
Court of Appeals. The recent
accord by the Senate basically
assures that she will be con-
firmed by a majority vote. The
current rumblings and recently
broken impasse between
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California Supreme Court Justice Janice Rogers Brown
is seen at a hearing on same-sex marriage, May 25,

2004, in San Francisco.

Democratic and Republican sen-
ators has, at its core, President
Bush’s nominating of candidates
for the federal bench who are not
only conservative, but extreme.

According to U.S. Rep. Mel
Watt (D-N.C.), chairman of the
Congressional Black Caucus,
“The Congressional Black
Caucus strongly opposes the deal
that trades judges who oppose
our civil rights for a temporary
filibuster ceasefire,” said Watt.

“This is more of a capitulation
than a compromise. Two of the
three judges in the agreed-to
deal, Janice Rogers Brown and
William Pryor, have documented
histories of opposing the rights of
African Americans, and of hostil-
ity to the broad mainstream of
law and rights enacted by the
Congress over the past 75 years,”
he said.

Diabetes managed poorly
by most, study says

A first-of-its-kind report
released last week by the
American Association of
Clinical Endocrinologists
revealed the results of a two-
year study of 157,000 patients,
which found that two out of
three Americans with Type 2
diabetes fail to control their
blood sugar.

Legendary actress and
singer Della Reese was on
hand to help kick off the event
and alert Americans that dia-
betes, while manageable, is
nothing to take lightly. Reese
elaborated on her war with
Type 2 diabetes with serious
humor and, hopefully, will
inspire many to take control of
their lives.

Diabetes has me. |
have been diagnosed for four
years, but I do not know how
long I have actually had dia-
betes.”

Reese explained the horror

She said she learned to
take care of herself and knew
